Jubeldoktorer
mottar diplom for en so-drig girning
efter sin doktorspromotion.

SLU utvecklar kunskapen om de bio-
logiska naturresurserna och minniskans
héllbara nyttjande av dem.Vi har en
unik profil med forskning, utbildning
och fortlépande miljdanalys med fokus

pa de biologiska naturresurserna.Vart
ursprung finns 1 hdgskolor inriktade pa
produktionsfrigor, men idag har vira
verksamheter ocksi ett tydligt miljo-
perspektiv. Vira analyser, 1 forskning
savil som undervisning, handlar ofta
just om att gora avvigningar mellan
produktions- och miljomal. I fallet
djurhillning har perspektivet pa lant-
brukets produktionsdjur kompletterats
med sport- och sillskapsdjur; de etiska
aspekterna ir centrala.

Virt och vira foregingares historiska bidrag

till samhillets utveckling inbegriper bl.a. den
effektivisering av jordbruket som har gjort det
moijligt for stora delar av befolkningen att vara
verksamma inom andra niringsgrenar och att
leva 1 stader. Allas virt beroende av mat, energi-
och fiberrdvaror m.m. bestir dock, och SLU:s
potentiella betydelse 1 den framtida utvecklingen
ir snarare okande in minskande, inte minst pa
grund av de vidgade perspektiven pa miljofragor.

Promotion kommer av latinets promovere,
som betyder att fora fram, att befordra. Seden
hirstammar frin den medeltida kontinentala
universitetsvirlden. Aven om promotionsseden
genomgdtt forandringar under tidernas lopp ir
symboliken och innehillet i sak desamma som
for flera hundra ar sedan.

De som promoveras ir jubeldoktorer, heders-
doktorer och doktorer efter avlagda prov.

En jubeldoktor (doctor jubilaris) ir den som for
femtio ar sedan promoverades och som nu dter
inbjuds till sitt gamla larosites hogtid. Heders-
doktor (doctor honoris causa) ar fakulteternas sitt
att utse och beldna vetenskapsidkare eller yrkes-
verksamma som fakulteten Onskar knyta till sin
gemenskap.

Vid den fakultetsvisa promotionen intar pro-
motor talarstolen, som hir kallas ”parnassen” och
ddarmed symboliserar musernas berg, Parnassos,

1 den antika grekiska mytologin. Promotor pre-
senterar sig sjilv med sitt namn och sin professur
samt talar om p3 vems uppdrag (fakultetens) hen
handlar. Slutligen visar promotor, genom att med
doktorshatten krona sig sjilv, att hen ar doktor
och siledes utdelar en virdighet hen sjilv inne-
har. Nir detta sker tar dven fakultetens nirva-
rande tidigare doktorer pa sina hattar. Promotor
redogor ocksd for doktorsvirdighetens tecken
som ska utdelas, hatten eller kransen, ringen samt
diplomet i vilket promotor med sitt namn och
universitetets sigill intygar att den promoverade
genomgdtt ceremonin.

Om fakulteten kallat nagra jubeldoktorer promo-
veras dessa forst och direfter hedersdoktorerna.
Jubel- och hedersdoktorer promoveras med
utforligare hilsningar och avskedsord 4n doktorer
efter avlagda prov, som sedan tSljer. En visentlig
del av promotionen ir att promotor vid handen
for promovenden &ver parnassen. Uppstigandet
pd den ger symboliskt ritten att undervisa. Detta
upprepas inte for jubeldoktorer, vilka gitt Gver
parnassen for 50 dr sedan, utan promotor méoter
dem vid parnassens fot.

Som en hyllning spelas fanfarer, forst till promotor,
sedan till varje jubeldoktor, sedan en gemensam
for hedersdoktorerna och sist till samtliga nypro-
moverade doktorer efter avlagda prov. De nypro-
moverade visar efter nedstigandet frin parnassen
sin vordnad mot universitetet genom att buga/
niga mot rektor. Sedan promotor hyllat de nya
doktorerna med ett tal tar hen avsked av dem

och forklarar sig ha fullgjort sitt uppdrag.

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Sammantattning av hégtidsforeldsningen
HALLBART SKOGSBRUK I EN FOSSILFRI
FRAMTID — MOJLIGHETER. OCH UTMANINGAR

Professor Annika Nordin

For att méta klimatutmaningen behover vi
ersitta olja, kol och naturgas med férnybara alter-
nativ. Dessa kan komma frin skogen. De kolviten
vi eftertraktar skulle dd komma frin ny fotosyntes
istallet for fran fotosyntes for miljontals dr sedan.
Nyss bildade kolviten gir att férnya genom till-
vaxt hos trad och andra vixter, till skillnad frin de
fossila som aldrig kan dterskapas.

I Sverige finns gott om skog. For varje inneva-
nare finns knappt tre hektar vilket ur ett euro-

peiskt perspektiv ar vildigt mycket. Men ricker
skogen till? Vi behover fornybara rivaror och
energi for att ersitta de fossila, men samtidigt
behover vi virna den biologiska mangfalden och
de sociala och kulturella virden som vi forknippar
med skogen.

Utmaningen vi stir infor handlar om hur vi ska
bruka skogen for att mota klimatférindringen.
Debatten om framtidens hallbara skogsbruk fors
just nu ofta 1 ett hetsigt tonlige. Det ir intressant

att notera att minga av argumenten som fors fram
frin miljo- respektive produktionssidan foljer 1

en tradition som etablerades lingt innan klimat-
problemet fanns pa den politiska agendan.

Denna forelasning kommer att belysa skogens
roller i olika m&jliga framtider. Med hjilp av
livtulla exempel tar foreldsningen upp hur olika
framtidsbilder for skogen kan skapa lisningar,
men ocksd Oppna upp for mojliga 16sningar. Vi
far torslag pa hur vetenskapssamhillet kan bidra
till att finna nya utvecklingsvigar framat t6r hall-
bart skogsbruk. Avslutningsvis presenteras idéer
om hur universitetet kan bidra till vetenskaps-
baserad samhillsdialog och kommunikation om
framtidens skogsbruk. ®

Professor Annika Nordin vid institutionen for
skoglig genetik och vaxtfysiologi, SLU i Umea, ar

ekofysiolog och forskare inom omradet hallbar skogs-
skotsel. Hon leder framtidsplattformen SLU Framtidens
skog vid fakulteten for skogsvetenskap och har varit
banbrytande i skoglig tvarvetenskaplig forskning.

Direfter foljde tjanster som prefekt vid institu-
tionen for klinisk veterinirmedicin och chet tor
djursjukhuset vid University of Illinois. Efter tio
dr dir blev han dekan vid College of Veterinary
Medicine pd Washington State University (WSU).

Gustafsson ir engagerad 1 internationell veterinar-
medicin och har tjinstgjort som expert 1 lander
som Egypten, Indien, Pakistan och Uruguay.

Han ir medlem 1 US Academy of Practice in
Veterinary Medicine sedan 1995 och 1997 blev
han invald 1 Kungliga Skogs- och Lantbruks-
akademien. 2002 fick han Peter Hernquists
medalj 1 guld av Sveriges veterinidrforbund.

Nir han pensionerade sig frin WSU itervinde
han till [llinois och jobbade som frivillig adjungerad
professor. 2001 ledde han en ett utbildnings-
program i ekosystembhilsa tillsammans med

GUNNELA LJUNGGREN (fodd 1932) inledde
efter avslutade studier vid Kungliga Veterinirhog-
skolan sin karridr som klinikveterinir pa kirur-
giska avdelningen.

JOE P. MORGAN (fodd 1931) studerade till
veterinir pd Colorado State University 1 USA.
Han tog sin examen 1960 och studerade sedan
pa Kungliga veterinirhogskolan i Stockholm
mellan 1964 och 1967. Under sin forskarutbild-
ning fokuserade han pa att forstd aldersrelaterade
forandringar 1 hundars ryggrader. Han byggde
pd det omfattande arbete pd omridet som redan

gjorts av professor Sten-Erik Olsson och professor
Hans-Jorgen Hansen.

Han disputerade 1967 och flyttade sedan till
Kalifornien dir han blev anstilld som professor
och institutionschef vid School of Veterinary
Medicine pa University of California, Davis,
dir han ledde arbetet med att inritta en radio-
logiavdelning. Under de tidiga dren publicerade
han veterinirtexter genom flera utgivare 1
Philadelphia, Paris, Davis, Tokyo, Ames och
Hannover.

Under
merparten av sin karridr har han sedan varit
verksam vid universitetet 1 Guelph, Ontario,
Kanada, dir han ir professor emeritus sedan 2011.

Schaeffer dr en av de senaste 40 drens mest pro-
duktiva och inflytelserika personer inom omradet
statistisk genetik och husdjursavel. Hans arbete
har varit betydelsefullt f6r minga forskare, men
det har framfor allt fitt stort genomslag 1 prak-
tiskt avelsarbete, framfor allt for notboskap. Han
ar vitt omtalad inte bara for sin egen framstiende
forskning pa omridet utan ocksa for sin formaga
att fOra fram dven andras forskningsresultat. Ett
exempel pa detta dr BLUP (Best Linear Unbiased

som spreds 6ver virlden av Schaeffer. Schaeffer

ir ocksd upphovsmannen bakom MACE, en
avelsmetod som mojliggor jamtorelser mellan
avelsdjur frin manga olika miljder, till exempel
olika linder. Han har samarbetat med bide SLU:s
institution for husdjursgenetik och avelsorgani-
sationen Interbull. Metoden MACE kom snabbt
till anvindning vid EU:s referenslaboratorium
Interbull, som arbetar med genetisk virdering

av notboskap, och som har sin organisatoriska
hemvist vid SLU 1 Uppsala. ®

Han var sedan Lantbrukshogskolan eller
dess efterfoljare SLU trogen 4nda fram till sin
pensionering. Forst som forskningsassistent vid
institutionen for agronomisk hydroteknik fram
till 4r 1962, dd han avlade agronomie licentiat-
examen. Under dren 1962-1967 var han forskar-
assistent vid institutionen for vixtniringslira
och jordbearbetning, och 1966 disputerade han
med avhandlingen ”Studier av matjordens struktur
och dennas inverkan pd grodans utveckling”.

Aren 1967-1989 var han statsagronom och fore-
standare for forsdksavdelningen for jordbear-
betning, och direfter verksam som professor 1
markfysik vid institutionen f6r markvetenskap.
Hans forskning har hela tiden frimst kretsat

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naturliga processer och odlarens dtgirder, samt
hur den bestimmer markens egenskaper och
grodornas etablering och utveckling. Han har

BIRGER SVENSSON (fodd 1926) tog student-
examen vid specialgymnasiet Vilan 1952 och
inskrevs samma ar vid Kungl.

Birger Svensson har som ensam forfattare skrivit

med en eller flera medfdrfattare. Han har skrivit
filmmanus, kompendier samt 150 artiklar 1 dags-
och fackpress. Han har hallit runt 100 fredrag
vid konferenser, kurser och symposier. Han har
pa olika sitt medverkat 1 undervisningen 1 dmnet
vixtodlingslira, varit studierektor samt ledare och
ansvarig for ett stort antal fortbildningskurser.

JONATHAN JONES (fodd 1954) 4r en forgrunds-
gestalt inom forskningen om vixters sjukdoms-
resistens. Han dr verksam vid Sainsbury Laboratory
1 Storbritannien, dir han ocks har varit forestin-
dare 1 tvd omgangar. Han ir 4ven professor 1 bio-
logi vid University of East Anglia. Jonathan Jones
ir utbildad i Cambridge, dar han disputerade 1980.
Han har publicerat mer 4n 250 vetenskapliga
artiklar 1 hogt rankade tidskrifter som Nature,
Science och Cell.

Jonathan Jones ir en pionjir nir det giller
identifiering av resistensgener hos vixter. Han
och hans forskargrupp har gjort ett omfattande
arbete for att forstd samspelet mellan sjukdoms-
alstrande organismer och deras virdar, framfor allt
inom vaxtfamiljerna Solanaceae och Brassicaceae.
For att mojliggora detta har Jones forskargrupp
utarbetat en rad nya tekniker som gor det lattare
att identifiera forsvarsgener 1 viktiga grodor med
mycket stora arvsmassor.

Jonathan Jones har ocksa 6kat kunskapen om hur
sjukdomsalstrande organismer kan Gverbrygga
vixters resistens med hjdlp av specialiserade
molekyler (effektorer”) — hur dessa eftektorer
agerar 1 vixten, och hur vixtens resistensproteiner
kan kinna igen dem och darmed aktivera ett
resistensprogram. For att identifiera effektor-
proteiner har han kartlagt arvsmassan hos viktiga
vixtpatogener, bland annat potatisbladmaogel.

Jonathan Jones har visentligt 6kat kunskapen om
hur vixters forsvarssystem fungerar och klargjort
en rad evolutionira aspekter som ar viktiga for
modern vixtforadling. Sadan kunskap ir viktig
bade for jordbruket och t6r vixtforskare vid
SLU.e

At today’s celebration, 82 colleagues will receive
their degrees. They include 5 jubilee doctors,
6 honorary doctors and 71 doctors by examination.

Vice-Chancellor Peter Hogberg will open the
ceremony with an address of welcome, after which
Professor Annika Nordin will deliver a brief
lecture on the topic ‘Sustainable forestry in a
fossil-free future — opportunities and challenges’.

This is followed by the conferment of doctoral
degrees by faculty, starting with the Faculty

of Veterinary Medicine and Animal Science,
followed by the Faculty of Natural Resources and
Agricultural Sciences, the Faculty of Landscape
Architecture, Horticulture and Crop Production
Science, and the Faculty of Forest Sciences.

Ms Stina Andersson, chair of the SLU students’
union, and one of the jubilee doctors, Professor
Emeritus Inge Hakansson, will then pay tribute
to the new doctors.

The SLU Excellence Awards will be presented to
this year’s recipients by the vice-chancellor and
the deputy vice-chancellor. The SLU Medals for
Distinguished Service will be presented to this
year’s recipients by the chair of the SLU Board.
Protessor Janken Myrdal will give the speech on
behalf of the medallists. The ceremony is con-
cluded with an exit procession.

The hat symbolises freedom and power.

The laurel wreath. In Greek mythology, the
laurel tree was regarded as Apollo’s tree and ever
since antiquity, wreaths of laurel leaves have been
bestowed as a reward for scholarly, literary and
sporting achievements. At the doctoral award
ceremony, the laurel wreath is presented to
doctors of philosophy.

The ring is of gold and symbolises faithfulness
to science.

The diploma is the written confirmation of
the doctorate awarded and is presented to all
new doctors.

The podium at the award ceremony is not only
a podium, but also symbolises the sacred Greek
mountain of the gods, Parnassos. Being guided

across the podium symbolically gives the right to
teach.

Promoters are chosen annually, usually in order
of seniority, by the faculties concerned. They
choose the language of the ceremony themselves,
Latin or Swedish.

Jubilee doctor (doctor jubilaris) is an individual
awarded their doctoral degree fifty years ago.
Jubilee doctors are invited to celebrate this as a
tribute of gratitude.

Honorary doctorate (doctor honoris causa) is a
dignity awarded by the faculties to those they
particularly wish to honour, and tie to their
research fellowship.

Doctor by examination is the official term for a
‘new’ doctor (doctor iuvenis).

Today, you are all honoured guests at our
university, and I warmly welcome you to SLU’s
doctoral award ceremony. This ceremony is our
most important annual celebration, as it is the
occasion when our new doctors and honorary
doctors receive visible proof of their doctoral
dignity — the hat or laurel wreath, the ring and the
diploma. Our jubilee doctors receive a diploma to
remind us of their 5o years of service to science.

Dear Honorary Doctors,

It is with great pleasure I welcome six distinguished
colleagues as honorary doctors at SLU. Some of
you are scientists from other universities, others
are outstanding members of society. On behalf
of SLU, I want to express our gratitude for your

excellent contributions to the benefit of our
university.

40 years of excellence

On 1 July 1977, the then colleges of agriculture,
forestry and veterinary medicine were merged to
form SLU.Through the years, units for research
and environmental assessment have also been
transterred from the Swedish Environmental
Protection Agency and the National Board of
Fisheries to add to our university.

Today, 40 years later, SLU is a prominent agricul-
tural university, but also a world-class university in
the environmental sciences. Our research is rated
among the top 15 in subjects such as forestry, soil

science, veterinary medicine, plant and animal
science, biodiversity, ecology and environment
— in competition with roughly 25,000 other
universities all over the world. Having such a
renowned agricultural and environmental uni-
versity benefits Sweden as a whole.

We also do well in reports assessing the quality
of our programmes and courses. Our students
are among the most satisfied nationally; one
important reason for this is the student to teacher
ratio and the number of highly qualified teachers.
The Times Higher Education ranking places us at
number 9 on its ‘the world’s best small universities’
list, covering universities with fewer than s,000
students.

Our strongest motivation is our commitment to
our subject areas and their importance to society,
now and in the future. Our predecessors were
focused on production. Today, that perspective is
coupled with others, not least the environmental
effects of plant and animal production, as well as
the ethical aspects of animal husbandry.

Environmental monitoring and assessment is

a task bestowed on us by the government. We
deliver supporting data for Sweden’s environ-
ment, forestry and fisheries policies. This task also
involves monitoring Swedish plant, animal and
fungi species, the Swedish National Forest Inventory
and estimates of fish populations in seas and lakes.
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Together with our predecessors, we have contri-
buted to an enormous change in society. Fewer
and fewer are producing the food, fibres and
bioenergy materials we all consume. The time
gained can be spent on tasks other than finding
food. And a horse today is rarely used for work,
but rather kept as a companion animal. We worry
less about our daily bread and more about the
wider consequences of large-scale production
and consumption.

A university needs to constantly look forward.
Today’s research will be turned into practice,
often quickly. In this context, students are impor-
tant as they bring new ideas, but also innovative
ways of thinking.

We invest a lot in collaboration with the sur-
rounding community, locally and globally. With
expanding knowledge and a growing popula-

tion with growing demands, the world is beco-
ming increasingly complex. One serious problem
we face these days is communicating scientific
achievements and facts that compete with similar,
but scientifically unfounded, statements. These
statements are often spread by those with no
scientific training whatsoever, but unfortuna-
tely also by experts straying outside their own
field of expertise. It is not uncommon for facts
to be presented in a way that ignores important
observations and basic logic.

At SLU, we want to be a platform for efficient
communication and discussion of scientifically
founded knowledge and facts. This is why we
have set up four ‘future’ platforms: Future Forests,
Future Food, Urban Future and Future Animals
and Health. These platforms are intended as
meeting places for our researchers and students,

a place where they can interact with the surroun-

ding world through analysis, debate, interdisci-
plinarity and the very important, very complex
issues of the future.

As a university, we are on a journey in time, pro-
ducing and spreading new knowledge. Committed
and skilled individuals are driving this movement.
I am deeply grateful for the work done by our
current and previous staft and students, during

our short existence as a university. The journey
continues.

Today’s doctoral award ceremony is about cele-
brating our new doctors, our jubilee doctors,
honorary doctors and award winners. They are
all fine examples of how individual contributions
benefit our university’s development and success.

SUSTAINABLE FORESTRY IN A FOSSIL-FREE
FUTURE — OPPORTUNITIES AND CHALLENGES

Professor Annika Nordin

In order to meet the climate challenge, we

need to replace oil, coal and gas with renewable
options. These could come from our forests. The
carbons we need would then be the product of
new photosynthesis rather than photosynthesis
that took place millions of years ago. Recently
formed hydrocarbons can be renewed through
growth of trees and other plants, unlike the fossil
ones which can never be recreated.

‘We have plenty of forests in Sweden. About three
hectares per inhabitant, which is a lot seen from

a European perspective. But is it enough? We
need renewable materials and energy to replace
the fossil options, but at the same time we must
safeguard biodiversity and the social and cultural
values associated with forests.

The challenge we are now facing is about how
we can manage our forests to handle climate
change. At the moment, the debate about the
sustainable forestry of the future is a bit excitable.
It is interesting to note that many of the argu-
ments put forward by the ‘environmental’ and the

‘production’ side respectively follow a tradition
established long before climate entered the politi-
cal agenda.

This lecture will focus on the role of forests in a
number of possible future scenarios. Using zingy
examples, the lecture will explain how different
scenarios can cause blockages, but also open up
for possible solutions. We will hear suggestions
on how the scientific community can contribute
to finding new ways forward, towards sustainable
forest management. To conclude, Professor Nordin
will present ideas on how our university can
contribute to science-based dialogue and
communication about future forestry. ®

Professor Annika Nordin from the Department
of Forest Genetics and Plant Physiology, SLU Ume4, is
an ecophysiologist and researcher in sustainable forest

management. She is programme director of the Future
Forests platform at the Faculty of Forest Sciences, and
has been a pioneer in transdisciplinary forest research.

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BORJE K. GUSTAFSSON (born 1930) graduated
as a veterinarian in 1960 from the Royal Veterinary
College (KVH) in Stockholm. He then did his
clinical specialty training in obstetrics-gynaeco-
logy, leading to the doctoral degree in 1966 with
a thesis entitled ‘Luminal contents of the bovine
epididymis under conditions of reduced sperma-
togenesis, luminal blockage, and certain sperm
abnormalities’.

After leaving KVH in 1975, he took up a position
at the University of Minnesota, followed by a
position as head of the Department of Veterinary
Clinical Medicine and director of the University
of Illinois Veterinary Teaching Hospital. Follow-
ing ten years at the University of Illinois, he was
appointed dean of the College of Veterinary
Medicine at Washington State University (WSU).
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Gustafsson 1s committed to international veterinary
medicine and has served as expert to countries
such as Egypt, India, Pakistan and Uruguay.

A member of the US Academy of Practice in
Veterinary Medicine since 1995, he was elected
to the Royal Swedish Academy of Agriculture
and Forestry in 1997. In 2002, he received the
Swedish Veterinary Association’s Hernquist Gold
Medal.

After his retirement from WSU, he returned to

[linois and served as a volunteer adjunct professor.

In 2001, he spearheaded a cooperative ecosystem
health education programme with the Baltic
University Programme, one of the largest educa-
tional networks in the world. ®

GUNNELA LJUNGGREN (born 1932) began her
career as a clinical veterinarian at the surgical
division after graduating from the Royal Vete-
rinary College. She then worked as a teaching
assistant at the X-ray division and subsequently
as head assistant, researcher and professor. In
1966, she was visiting scientist at the Hospital
for Special Surgery in New York. She publicly
defended her thesis “Legg-Perthes Disease in the
Dog” in 1967 and continued to work as a clinical
veterinarian at the X-ray division while at the
same time founding the ‘Sodra djurkliniken for
smadjur’ small animal clinic in Huddinge. She
was owner and head veterinarian at the clinic
and its associated hospital from 1968 until 1996.
Today, she owns and runs another animal clinic,
Firingso Djurklinik. ®
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JOE P. MORGAN (born 1931) attended veteri-
nary school at Colorado State University in the
US. Following graduation in 1960, he studied at
KVH in Stockholm between 1964 and 1967. His
graduate study was principally directed toward
understanding ageing changes in the spine of the
dog and built on the extensive work on the spine
performed by Professor Sten-Erik Olsson and
Professor Hans-Jorgen Hansen.

After completing his thesis in 1967, he moved

to California where he was appointed professor
and department chair at the School of Veterinary
Medicine, University of California, Davis, with
the purpose to establish a radiology department
at the school. During the early years, he published
veterinary texts with various publishers in Phila-
delphia, Paris, Davis, Tokyo, Ames and Hannover,
many of which were translated into French,
German, Italian and Japanese.
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From 2002 until 2008, he was a visiting professor

at the School of Veterinary Medicine at the
University of Zurich. He then had the opportunity
to work with two Caribbean universities, and
between 2003 and 2017 he developed programmes
first at Ross University, St. Kitts, followed by

St. George’s University, Grenada. ®

LAWRENCE R. SCHAEFFER (born 1947) got his
Bachelor’s degree in animal sciences at Purdue
University. After that, he studied quantitative
genetics at Cornell University, where he did
Master’s and Doctor’s degrees (1973). He held

a postdoctoral appointment at the University

of Guelph in Canada and, in 1975, he became a
faculty member. He has been emeritus professor
at Guelph since 2011.

Lawrence R. Schaefter is one of the most
productive and influential people of the last 40
years in the field of statistical genetics and ani-
mal breeding. His work has had a large impact
on many researchers, but has especially made a
real practical difference to cattle breeding. He is
renowned not only for his prominent research
within the field, but also for his ability to high-
light other researchers’ results. An example of
this is BLUP (Best Linear Unbiased Prediction),

a breeding model used for both livestock and
companion animals that was originally developed
by Lawrence R. Schaefter’s supervisor Charles
Henderson, but was spread over the world by
Lawrence R. Schaefter himself. He is also the
originator of the breeding method MACE,
which enables researchers to compare breeding
animals from many different environments, for
example different countries. He has collaborated
with the Department of Animal Breeding and
Genetics at SLU as well as the breeding organi-
sation Interbull. The MACE method was soon
put into practice at the EU Reference Laboratory
Interbull Centre, which promotes genetic infor-
mation services for the improvement of livestock,
and is administratively part of SLU in Uppsala. ®
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ERIK TESKE (born 1955) graduated from
Utrecht University, the Netherlands, in 19871.

In 1993, he defended his thesis on non-Hodgkin’s
lymphoma in the dog. Since 1992, he is a staff
member of the Department of Clinical Sciences
of Companion Animals at Utrecht University,
where he is currently head of medical oncology.
In addition, he is professor of medical oncology
at the University of Liege, Belgium.

His areas of expertise are clinical cytology,
epidemiology and oncology. He has written more
than 120 publications in refereed journals, 16 book
chapters, and more than 150 other publications.
He has also given more than 130 invited presen-
tations at international congresses. Erik Teske was
the first president of the European College of
Veterinary Internal Medicine (ECVIM), has been
president of the European Board of Veterinary
Specialisation, and is currently still president of
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the Dutch Board of Veterinary Specialisation. He
has also received many honorary assignments and
awards from various European veterinary organi-
sations over the years.

Teske 1s an appreciated lecturer in Sweden, and
has been involved in several courses in cytology
and oncology at SLU. He has also hosted teacher
rotations within the Erasmus programme for
colleagues from SLU visiting him at Utrecht
University. In addition, he has been very suppor-
tive in developing specialty training within the
residency programmes of internal medicine,
cardiology and oncology at SLU.®

INGE HAKANSSON (born 1929) received his
Degree of Master of Science in Agriculture at the
Agricultural University College in 1957. He then
worked at the College, and later at SLU, until his
retirement. His first appointment was as research
assistant at the Department of Agricultural
Hydrotechnology until 1962, when he received
his licentiate degree. From 1962 to 1967, he was
a research assistant at the Department of Plant
Nutrition, and in 1966 he did a doctorate with his
thesis ”Studier av matjordens struktur och dennas
inverkan pd grodans utveckling” (Studies of top-
soil structure and its effect on crop development).

During the years 1967-1989, he was state agrono-
mist and manager of the Soil Management Unit.
Following that, he took up a post as professor of
soil physics at the Department of Soil Science.
His research has always concerned soil structure
— how it is affected by natural processes as well as

the farmers’ measures, and how it influences soil
properties as well as how crops are established
and how they develop. He has primarily worked
with issues regarding seedbed preparation for
various crops on different types of soil and the
effect of heavy machinery on soil and crops. ®
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BIRGER SVENSSON (born 1926) graduated
from the upper secondary school Hvilan in 1952
and was admitted to the Agricultural University
College the same year. He received his Degree
of Master of Science in Agriculture in 1956, and
a Degree of Licentiate in Agricultural Science in
1960. He did his doctorate with a thesis on
“Seed tubers-stand-yield” in 1966. For 6 months,
he was a Kellogg scholarship holder at Cornell
University, where he studied plant physiology
and biochemistry and also got to know many
prominent potato researchers. He then worked
at the Agricultural University College/SLU as
an assistant, experiment group leader, docent and
senior lecturer. He also worked on a project aimed
at improving potato production in Sweden. The
project was part of a national effort to make
Swedish agriculture more efficient.
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Svensson has, as single author, written and pub-
lished about 30 scientific reports and has been
the lead author of another twenty or so. He has
written film scripts, compendiums as well as

150 articles for newspapers and specialised press.
He has held about 100 presentations at confe-
rences, courses and symposiums. Svensson has,
in various ways, participated in teaching related
to crop production science, both as director of
studies and coordinator of a number of conti-
nuing professional development courses. During
his active period, he held several appointments
as chair or secretary of boards and organisations,
both Swedish and international ones. In 1970, he
was appointed honorary member of the Agricul-
tural University College students’ union, today’s
Ultuna student’s union, for his efforts to the
benefit of teaching. ®

JONATHAN JONES (born 1954) is a prominent
figure in the study of disease resistance in plants.
He is a senior scientist at the Sainsbury Laboratory,
of which he has also been the director for two
periods. He is also a professor of biology at the
University of East Anglia in the UK. Jonathan
Jones was educated at the University of Cambridge,
where he received his doctorate in 1980. He has
published more than 250 scientific articles in

highly rated journals such as Nature, Science and
Cell.

He is a pioneer in identifying resistance genes

in plants. He and his research team have done
extensive work to understand the interaction
between disease-causing organisms and their hosts,
especially in the plant families Solanaceae and
Brassicaceae. To make this possible, Jones’ research
team has developed a series of new technologies
that make it easier to identify defence genes in

important crops with very large genomes.

Jones has also increased the knowledge of how
disease-causing organisms can overcome the resi-
stance of plants by means of specialised molecules
(“effectors”) — how these effectors act in the
plant, and how the plant’s resistance proteins can
recognise them and thus activate a resistance pro-
gramme. In order to identify effector proteins,

he has mapped the genome of important plant
pathogens, including potato blight.

Jones has significantly increased the knowledge of
how plant defence systems work, and elucidated

a series of evolutionary aspects that are important
to modern plant breeding. Such knowledge is
important both for agriculture and for plant
researchers at SLU. @
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EDGAR B. CAHOON (born 1964) is Professor

of Biochemistry and also Director of the Center
for Plant Science Innovation at the University

of Nebraska-Lincoln. He has a doctorate from
Michigan State University and has held positions
at several universities and research institutes, as well
as in industry, before joining Nebraska-Lincoln in
2008.

Edgar B. Cahoon is a world-leading scientist
within plant biotechnology, especially when it
comes to improving fat content in seed oils. He
has elucidated biochemical pathways for lipid
compounds in plants, mainly seed oils, as well as
their genetic background. His research spans all
the way from the gene to the field and he has
created new agricultural crops that are tailor-made
for industrial use or have enhanced nutritional
values. These crops are now providing the foun-
dation for the development of farming systems
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that improve food quality, reduce fossil fuel use
and enhance rural economies. Edgar B. Cahoon
has collaborated with the industry for a long
time, and owns about 30 patents.

Edgar B. Cahoon has a long-standing relation to
SLU through Emeritus Professor Sten Stymne,
dating back to Cahoon’s time as a doctoral
student at Michigan State University in the early
1990s. Since then he has visited SLU’ Depart-
ment of Plant Breeding many times, and met
with the Alnarp researchers at numerous scientific
meetings. ®

CATHARINE WARD THOMPSON (born 1952)

is Professor of Landscape Architecture at the
Edinburgh School of Architecture and Landscape
Architecture. She was educated at the Universities
of Southampton and Edinburgh, where she got
her doctorate, and she has practised as a landscape
architect both in Canada and in the UK.

‘Ward Thompson’s research focuses on environ-
ment-behaviour interactions, landscape design
for older people, children and teenagers, inclusive
access to outdoor environments, and salutogenic
environments. She also has deep knowledge of
the history and theory of urban park design and
conservation, the history of landscape design as
well as landscape aesthetics and perception. As a
landscape architect, she supports good access to
high-quality, open outdoor spaces that offer rich
experiences for everyone.

‘Ward Thompson is also the director of an inter-
nationally recognised research centre, OPEN-
space, which she founded in 2001. There, she has
led numerous major projects and collaborations,
including highly-innovative research on “Green-
Health” and the award-winning consortium
“Inclusive Design for Getting Outdoors”. Her
current research includes a study of urban woods,
aimed at improving psychological well-being in
deprived communities.

‘Ward Thompson’s publications on green environ-
ments are used extensively in SLU’s landscape
courses and have thus gained a great deal of
impact in practice. Her research is a great source
of inspiration and a knowledge base for SLU’s
research in this area. She has collaborated with
SLU researchers for a long time, for example on
joint publications and on doctoral courses. ®
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PATRIK ALSTROMER (born 1950) was the
director and estate manager of Ostad Manor
outside Alingsids from 1985 to 2016. He has had a
long-lasting personal involvement in the Faculty
of Forest Sciences, including making the manor
grounds available for both teaching and research

purposes. The manor is owned by the Ostad

Foundation, which provides grants for teaching
activities carried out on the property, making

it possible to hold courses there. The manor
comprises about 5,000 hectares and ofters good
opportunities to study forestry and its integration
with other industries.

He has also made important personal contri-
butions to the courses through his strong com-
mitment and great enthusiasm. With his long
experience as estate manager, he has had a lot to
convey to the students, both from the teacher’
desk and during excursions, but also through
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individual discussions. Alstromer has a strong
interest in international issues and has therefore
shown a great commitment to the course on the
Euroforester programme where field studies are
conducted at Ostad.

He was active until last year when he was suc-
ceeded by his son Thore.

Alstromer has also been engaged in research carried
out at the faculty. For a long time, he has granted
SLU and other research organisations the use of
the manor grounds for trials and experiments.
Through the foundation, he has also contributed
